Cleaning the Crud Outside of Your KRC Engine

Let say you have been flying your RC plane for a while and the engine has all this brown crud burnt on it or you re-
cently bought a used engine that is dirty. This article will describe my techniques on engine cleaning. The baked-on
crud usually occurs when you “over-lean” your engine or near exhausts, where temperatures get high. This layer
could reduce the cooling abilities of the engine, and besides they look bad. This article is on cleaning the OUTSIDE
ONLY, I cleaned the insides once before and ruined an engine (it never ran right afterwards).

In the past, one could purchase “Z-best” engine cleaner, which came in a can similar to plumbers glue. This
stuff was extremely nasty and has since been discontinued from production, but was very good at cleaning the en-
gines. | have been looking for a new method for engine cleaning and in the web | found that you can use a crock-pot
with automobile anti-freeze. You put the parts in the crock-pot and let them cook for 6-8 hours. The problem is that
now you have to dispose of the used anti-freeze, the crock-pot is contaminated, and it takes too long. In RC-Universe
there was a tread on this new product that will clean engines. It is Dawn Power Dissolver™ and it can be found in any
grocery store. It is designed to remove burnt-on, baked-on food and grease. The Material Safety Data Sheet (MSDS)
indicates that it contains solvents (Monoethanolamine or MEA), surfactant cleaning agent (amine oxide), sodium hy-
droxide (<1%), dishware, flatware, and dishwasher protection agents (sodium silicates), stabilizing agents, and per-
fume in a water base. The health hazards are skin and eye irritant. Not too terribly nasty.

To clean the engine, header, or muffler/pipe:
1) Remove the carburetor and wad some paper towels into the crankcase hole. Wad some towels into the ex-
haust port to prevent water from entering the engine. Leave the glow plug in.
2) Place the parts in a coffee can or metal tub. Spray the engine or exhaust with the Dawn Power Dissolver.
3) Letit sit for 15-30 min. (I found that 15 min. is usually enough). If it is really baked-on, reapply degreaser

after rinsing.

4) After 15 min., scrub with a tooth brush and rinse with warm water. (You ARE wearing gloves and safety
glasses, right? ) Dry the parts with paper towels and remove the wads from the carburetor hole and the ex-
haust port. Remove the glow plug and washer.

5) Spray everything inside and out with WD-40 to displace any water. Make sure to get plenty of WD-40 in the
crankcase. Turn the engine over to coat the insides. Pour out any excess WD-40 from inside the engine.

6) Coat everything with gun oil, especially inside the engine, and turn the engine over. Marvel Mystery Oil may
also work. Do not use 3-in-one oil as it will gum-up as it dries.

7) Reassemble the engine and go fly. If you are storing your engine, Place the engine (no muffler) in a sealable
plastic bag and put some gun-oil in with it. Remove most of the air before sealing. Place the bagged engine
and the muffler into a another plastic bag and seal. This will keep everything nice and lubed.

| have used this method and it works very well. It left my tune-pipe header nice and shinny. | also tried it on an older
engine from my collection and it came out very clean. | will have the MSDS at the next meeting if you are interested. |
am always open for suggestions or questions.

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LMAC RC FLIGHT TRAINING

The Lexington Model Airplane Club maintains a flight-training program for club members. You must be a member of
LMAC to go through the training program. Flight training starts in the spring with the time change and runs
through the fall time change. Please contact an instructor to setup a time for training.

The training program starts out with an orientation about our field. We will train you on proper field entry, frequency
control, courtesy, and safe operations of our flying site. You will be informed on how to do a preflight inspection of
your plane and basic engine operations. We recommend at least 1 hour of flying on the flight simulator before flying
a new airplane. The instructor will test fly you plane for the first time before the flight training starts. Basic flight train-
ing includes straight & level flight, left right turning boxes, reverse figure eight's, climb & descent, approach, go
around, take off and landing. After you have solo flight you are off to the wild blue wonder.

Windy Weather Flying

All too often, on an otherwise nice but windy day, folks just don't fly. Obviously, for a beginner, that's common sense—hbut for
someone who has some experience, the wind can be a challenge that adds some spice to flying.

While it's easy to see that experience level has a lot to do with how much wind is too much, it may not be quite as apparent that
the type of model you're flying also can have a great effect on your ability to handle winds.

Let's go through some airplane design features to see which ones give us the best flying characteristics to handle winds and the
resulting turbulence.

Size: In general, the larger the airplane, the better it will handle winds of all kinds; large models don't "flop around" as much!

Dihedral: The more dihedral in a model’'s wings, the more they are going to be affected by crosswind gusts; it is hard to keep the
wings level, therefore lineup to the runway is difficult in a crosswind situation.

Wing Loading: The higher the wing loading, the less an airplane will be affected when hit with a gust.

Aspect Ratio: Lower aspect ratio (stubby) wings will be less bothered by gusts; there is less leverage for side forces to upset the
airplane, and lower aspect ratio wings have a greater tolerance to changes in angle of attack caused by gusts.

Power: Having the power to overcome the force of wind is necessary. The same thing goes when you get into a sticky situation.

Lateral Control: Ailerons are beneficial in a crosswind landing and takeoff phases. The ability to dip a wing into a crosswind
without changing heading is essential, as is the ability to rudder the airplane parallel to the runway heading while keeping wings
level with aileron while landing.

Landing Gear: Models with tricycle landing gear are easier to land and take off in a crosswind than tail draggers; in addition, the
wider the spread on the main gear, the better.

Maneuverability: This one is a bit harder to quantify. You want a model with stability, yet you do need good maneuverability to
cope with gusts. Therefore, you want a model that is stable, yet responsive.

Wing Mounting: Generally, a low-wing airplane will handle crosswinds better. This is because the center of gravity of the air-
plane is nearer, in a vertical sense, to the aerodynamic center of the wing. Therefore, a side gust does not roll the model as eas-
ily. Moreover, by mounting the main landing gear on that low-wing model, they can be spread wider.

It's unfortunate that almost every item above is in direct opposition to the characteristics found in many popular trainers. The
main exception is the requirement for tricycle landing gear. But even with trainers, there are differences. Compare a Seniorita
with the Kadet Mk2. While the Seniorita may be a bit slower and a bit easier to fly, the Kadet, with its ailerons, higher wing load-
ing, lower aspect ratio, and lower dihedral, is a far better airplane when flying in windy conditions. Going a step further with the
same kit manufacturer, the Cougar (.40)/Cobra (.60 size) kits embody all the right characteristics for windy flying.

In closing, | offer Confucius' only known saying about RC flying: "To learn to fly in wind, one must fly in wind!"
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
