During the paving it was found that we essentially
had no subsurface (gravel) under our existing pavement. The trucks hauling the asphalt sank as much as 1 foot in
several places. The paver also sank and had to be pulled by the trucks giving us not so good of a surface in several ar-
eas. 75% of the work was done by hand, with shovels and tampers, as to not destroy any more of our existing pave-
ment as necessary. After another examination, the Walker Co. will decide how to correct the problem. They may come
back with a lighter load of a different mix and smaller equipment, but assured us that they wanted to leave us a good,
smooth surface. Thanks to Sam for all his hard work, and headaches with this project. It’s GREATLY APPRECIATED!
This additional work may or may not be charged to the club. A motion was made by Bob Stewart and 2nd by Bill
Saunooke to give the Board prior approval to spend up to $2,500.00 for this work. Motion passed

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LMAC RC FLIGHT TRAINING

The Lexington Model Airplane Club maintains a flight-training program for club members. You must be a member of
LMAC to go through the training program. Flight training starts in the spring with the time change and runs
through the fall time change. Please contact an instructor to setup a time for training.

The training program starts out with an orientation about our field. We will train you on proper field entry, frequency
control, courtesy, and safe operations of our flying site. You will be informed on how to do a preflight inspection of
your plane and basic engine operations. We recommend at least 1 hour of flying on the flight simulator before flying
a new airplane. The instructor will test fly you plane for the first time before the flight training starts. Basic flight train-
ing includes straight & level flight, left right turning boxes, reverse figure eight's, climb & descent, approach, go
around, take off and landing. After you have solo flight you are off to the wild blue wonder.
