If you have been to the field lately you may have noticed a winter wind break shelter under the
carports on the left. After two years of winter shelter discussion by the club during meetings, it
became apparent nothing was going to happen this year either. An adhoc group called the Frozen Thumbs
Coalition, also known as the FTC, was loosely formed and donations were accepted to purchase a portable
garage for winter flying. The shelter was purchased and installed. It will be put up in October and removed
in April for the summer season.

A Health Q&A Session: Medical Insurance Explained

SWAP MEET PROFITS UP FOR 2007

The 2007 Swap Meet produced a nice increase in profits for the LMAC. The 2007 profit was $1,523 compared to
$1,069 for 2006. Several elements contributed to the improved results. The raffle plane generated over $450 as
compared to about $250 in past years. Thanks to Bob Stewart for the donation of the beautiful ¼ scale Marquart
Charger bi-plane. Willard Dingus was the lucky winner. All tables were sold in spite of a price increase. The tables
produced about a $100 increase compared to past years. We estimate that the number of buyers was down about
20% from last year; resulting in about $100 less from the front door fees. Advertising for the event was about the
same as last year. I have found a way to get the club contacts for the clubs in Kentucky and surrounding states from
AMA. That list will be used next year. Hopefully, that will off-set the reduced interest in Swap Meets and the cost of
gasoline. Expenses were about the same year to year. Thanks to Al Schroeder, with the help of Jack Atkinson and
Sarah Munoz, the food concession brought in more profit. The food concession was about $100 better than last
year. Jim Jackson took care of selling donated items and turned in over $200 that was largely from the fuel that was
donated by Ronnie Slaven’s family. Jim has continued to sell the unsold donated items at other swap meets and has
provided additional money to the club.

The difficult task of getting the tables moved from Southland Christian Church to the Aviation Museum and returned
was more reasonable this year. We had a good turnout of volunteers and were fortunate to have the help of Brian
Russell, a fairly new member. Brian is associated with Arnold Movers and brought in a team and truck to move the
tables to the museum. Peter Adanick contributed the use of one of his flower trucks and helpers to transport the ta-
bles back to the church. Thanks go out to the following who helped move the tables. I apologize if I missed anyone
in this list: Don Stringer, Peter Adanick, Brian Russell, Charles Brooks, George Bubnar, Warren Davis, Jerry Dukes,
Dave Price, Bill Saunooke, Jim Smith, Dan Thompson, and Lee Wright.

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Proposed Dues Changes for LMAC’s Future

The dues increase has become a touchy subject for a long time with the LMAC.  We first have to realize that we
have an amazing group of people within the club as well as an amazing club facility.  I’ve been a member of several
different clubs and I do feel that this one is the best in numerous areas.  Being an officer, I’ve come to know that
there are many things we want to do with the club as well as much maintenance and up keep areas that need
money.  I for one want to make it known that I do not want a club dues increase and wish that the club could sustain
itself in the manner the club membership want with the income we have.  However, it simply can’t be done.

When I was asked to asses the situation, I took a very hard unprovoked look at the true numbers.  I decided to sim-
ply graph the income from dues, and the expense to see what the numbers told me.  The last column was the dues
plus the income from events, etc. My findings were:

By a rule of thumb, we really should not budget our minimum yearly expense based on events.  Why?  Because
events can come and go just like the giant event that was rained out in 2006.  This event money should be used as
club enhancements, funding for future events, new features for the club, etc.

When I took these numbers into a graph form, I think it is pretty simple to see where we are on the whole spectrum
of revenue (money coming in) as opposed to expense.

Some expenses per year look more than others due to large enhancements we had, however you can see that we
are spending more than we are brining in.  We have some really great ideas from club members of enhancements
that will cost money.  Based on this fact alone, we decided to come up with a possible solution to a problem that will
not go away by simply ignoring it.

Please understand my job as Vice President of this club is not to set rules and regulations, but to work for the club
and give ideas and possible solutions for the club to vote on.  We as board members and officers simply propose
this idea and even though we all would like to keep or eliminate the dues, it is just not practical to do so and we
would not be doing our job in protecting the club if we did not bring forth issues like this.
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Our recommendation to the club is:
