The year is 3/4 over. Looking back over what has happened for LMAC I can say it has been
a great year. Our facility is looking better then ever. All our events have made money, as of
this report all our events have cleared $4225.30. That is always a big plus and we still have
the swap meet to go. Looking at the budget we are on track. We may have gone over the
budget on field improvements having the runway sealed but then we are under budget on
mowing so it all equals out. I will go over the numbers at the meeting. So hats off to all that
have pitched in to make this a great year. I want to say thanks to the Fall Classic crew and
all their helpers. The event went off great, a great turnout of spectators and pilots, great
weather, we could not have asked for a better weekend. All this greatness came to a quick
end as we received word that one of our members had had a massive heart attack. Ronnie
as most known him as our head instructor passed away Sept. 29 around 11:00 pm. Ronnie
was a great asset to the club and will be deeply missed. Last meeting or should I say last
few it was brought up to build a make shift shelter for winter flying. The last meeting it was
voted to use blue tarps to do this with 2 x 4 framing. I know some want a metal building that
can be used all year round. At the time not knowing what the Fall Classic would do I could
not see it being done this year. Well the numbers are looking better and it looks like it may
be possible to get a building. If you know of supplier of metal buildings please get prices and
send them to me. Some say we may have over $12,000 in the bank we can do anything we
want. That is not all true. Yes we have the money but we still have expenses to come out
and bills to pay. $850 is set aside for school education, which was money we received from
the city to work with the school system. Around $800 is set aside for closing the ends of the
shelter and replacing some of the truss. We still have mowing, potty, and a few other small
bills for the rest of the year. Ideally the money in the bank should not drop below $6,000.
Why? That is the amount that it takes for the club to operate for a full year with no income
from any events saying worst case that all events are rained out. As I like to look at it the
dues you pay for 07 as the money the club operates on in 08. While we are on money check
out the dues increase proposal in this newsletter. As a member you have as much input as
any other member does. So come to the meeting and put your two cents in on this proposal.
Don’t wait until after the fact and complain about it. Nominations are open for 08 officers. I
have been asked and yes I will run for the president office next year if you want me. I will
conclude with this is the last club meeting at the field for 07. November will be at the VA
