LMAC RC FLIGHT TRAINING

The Lexington Model Airplane Club maintains a flight-training program for club members. You must be a member of
LMAC to go through the training program. Flight training starts in the spring with the time change and runs
through the fall time change. Please contact an instructor to setup a time for training.

The training program starts out with an orientation about our field. We will train you on proper field entry, frequency
control, courtesy, and safe operations of our flying site. You will be informed on how to do a preflight inspection of
your plane and basic engine operations. We recommend at least 1 hour of flying on the flight simulator before flying a
new airplane. The instructor will test fly you plane for the first time before the flight training starts. Basic flight training
includes straight & level flight, left right turning boxes, reverse figure eight's, climb
& descent, approach, go around, take off and landing. After you have solo flight
you are off to the wild blue wonder.

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U-CONTROL NEWS

Kenny Stevens finishes 10th at National Championships At the recent AMA National Model Airplane Championships
held in Muncie,Indiana, Kenny Stevens finished in 10th place in the Control Line Precision Aerobatics Open division.
The flying consisted of two days of qualifications, during which the 50 or so contestants were pared down to the "Top
20" flyers, selecting the top five scores from each of four contestant flying circles.

The "Top 20" flyers then flew on Thursday of Nationals week on two circles, with one flight on each circle and
the two scores added.

Kenny had some problems with his first flight as his engine refused to start and he had to take an "attempt" and
move down three places in the flying order. This naturally caused some concern over the state of the engine. He did
get started on the second attempt and his first

couple of maneuvers were a little shaky. There are 16 maneuvers in the program with takeoff/level flight and landing
counting as two of these. His first score was 537 which put him in 7th place on his circle.

Kenny's second flight on the other circle was a real "barn burner" at 561 and was third highest of all 20 flyers
from that set of judges. Adding the two scores put Kenny in 10th place. Had he not had such a poor first flight, he
might have moved on the Open Finals which consists of the Top Five places from "Top 20" day. This is his best fin-
ish at the Nationals in the Open Expert class. He won the Advanced class in 2002 and was 11th in the Expert class
in 2006.

Kenny was flying his built from scratch "SV-22" stunt plane with a built-up wing of balsa, covered in silk span
with multiple coats of clear dope that has been rubbed out to a high gloss. This is the third year for this plane and it
received 17 appearance points (out of a possible 20). In 2006 Kenny received 19 points and was awarded the
"Concours D'Elegance" award for the most beautiful stunt plane at the Nationals as voted on by the contestants. The
engine is an Precision Aero .61 with a 3 blade Bolly fiberglass propeller. The plane weighs in at 62 oz.

It is a real pleasure for me to coach Kenny at the flying circle. He listens to the evaluation of each maneuver
and we discuss how to make each one better. He will be building a new plane for the 2009 Nationals and the USA
Team Trials.
