I did get the plane back on the ground with no
harm to it.  Yes I put the plane together at the field, tuned on the engine a little and then went for a flight.
As I was climbing out the plane kept wanting to bank.  So I started trimming the plane, but I had full trim
and it still banked.  That’s when I knew I had a problem and got the bird on the ground ASAP.  If you
know you have something different about the way the plane is
flying, get it on the ground!!! I have seen several planes lost because the person kept flying the plane.
After an inspection, I located a missing bolt that attaches the back strut to the wing.  This is a bolt that is
not used in assembly of the field.  So 3 years almost went in the trash because of a missing 5 cent bolt.
So all four of the bolts now have thread lock on them now.
